BCD MIDDLE SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICIES 2011-12

Students should be appropriately attired during the school day to uphold the integrity of the
learning environment. The goal of our dress code is to create an environment in which all
students feel comfortable and safe and therefore ready to learn.

Clothing should be clean, tidy, and in good repair. It is important that undergarments not
show, and upper legs, stomachs, chests, and shoulders be covered. Please be aware that
middle school students often grow a tremendous amount and clothing may require alterations
or even additional purchases during the school year to maintain the appropriate required
length. Hats and visors are not permitted. Appropriate footwear is required at all times.

In colder weather, students may wear navy blue, hunter green, white or gray sweaters, vests,
hoodies or fleece jackets with no design, logo or print (except the approved BCD logo) indoors.
Students will be expected to come to school wearing outerwear appropriate to the weather,
including hats, gloves, boots, etc. These items must be in good repair.

NOTE: BCD T-shirts, sweatshirts/hoodies, fleece jackets, PE bags and other fan gear are
available through the PTO and Booster Club or Land’s End.

MIDDLE SCHOOL GIRLS (Grades 6-8)
Regular School Days:
e SKORTS/SHORTS/PANTS:
0 Navy blue or khaki tailored long or capri-styled pants. No baggy pants or cargo
pants. Girls may wear tailored navy blue or khaki shorts, hemmed, no more than
3 inches above the knee. All skorts, shorts, or pants should not be form fitting.
0 Navy blue or khaki skorts. Skort length should be no shorter than 3 inches above

the knee and no longer than 3 inches below the knee.
Navy blue or Khaki Land’s End #32008-6 (regular, slim or plus)

e SHIRTS:

0 White collared blouse or white, navy blue, or hunter green shirt (short or long-
sleeved polo or turtleneck style; no crew neck style). No logo (except approved
BCD logo) on blouse/shirt. Camisoles worn underneath white shirts must be
flesh-colored or white.

o JACKETS/SWEATSHIRTS:

0 Any sweater, fleece vest, hoodie or zip front fleece jacket (if worn in the
classroom), should be plain, navy blue, hunter green, white or gray, with no
logos or words, except approved BCD logos.

e SOCKS:
0 Matching, solid colored anklets, knee socks or tights (no leggings).




SHOES:
0 All shoes must have a closed toe and heel (no flip flops). Heel height on all shoes
and boots should be a maximum of 2 inches.
JEWELRY/ACCESSORIES/MAKEUP/HAIR:
0 Jewelry, accessories, makeup and hair should be conservative in style.
0 Hats are not to be worn in the building.

Assembly Days (Fridays):

SKIRTS:
Gray Land’s End #06514-5 (regular, slim or plus)
Heather Gray (931-045) Dennis Uniform #H08360 (skirt) or
#008680 (skirt)
Blackwatch plaid (201-185) Dennis Uniform #H1890A (skirt) or
#008680 (skirt)
SHIRTS:

0 White button-front blouse with a collar, tucked in at the waist. No logos.
Camisoles worn underneath must be flesh-colored or white.

JACKET:
0 Jacket (optional, but encouraged) navy blue or gray.
SOCKS:
0 Matching solid colored white, black or navy blue anklets, knee socks or footed
tights (no leggings).
SHOES:

0 Closed toe and heel, dark colored dress shoes. Heel height should be a
maximum of 2 inches.
TIE:
0 Conservative tie.
JEWELRY/ACCESSORIES/MAKEUP/HAIR:
0 Jewelry, accessories, makeup and hair should be conservative in style.
O Hats are not to be worn in the building.

Free Dress Days (to be announced):

SKIRTS/SKORTS/SHORTS/PANTS:

0 Pants, including jeans, with no tears or rips, capri pants or shorts (hemmed no
more than 3 inches above the knee). Dresses (strapless or spaghetti straps are
not allowed) and skirts/skorts hemmed no shorter than 3 inches above the knee
and no longer than 3 inches below the knee. Skirts, skorts, shorts, or pants
should not be form fitting.

SHIRTS:

0 Blouses and shirts, including T-shirts, with no inappropriate slogans or
illustrations (tank tops, tops exposing the midriff, and strapless or spaghetti strap
tops are not allowed).




* SHOES:
0 Closed toe and heel shoes or athletic shoes (no flip-flops). Heel height should be
a maximum of 2 inches.

GIRLS'’ P.E. Classes:
Middle School students keep their P.E. clothing/shoes in their regular lockers. Clothing must be
taken home weekly for washing.
* Athletic shorts - mesh, navy blue. Length should be maintained at no shorter than
3 inches above the knee.
* A shirt will be provided by BCD on the first day of school. Replacements will be the
responsibility of the student.
* Athletic socks.
* Athletic shoes.

MIDDLE SCHOOL BOYS (Grades 6-8)
Regular School Days:
* PANTS:

O Navy blue or khaki tailored long pants. No baggy pants or cargo pants. Boys may

wear tailored navy blue or khaki shorts. Pants should not be tight fitting.
* SHIRTS:

0 White, navy blue, or dark green shirt (oxford, short or long-sleeved polo, or
turtleneck style; no crew neck style). No logo (except the approved BCD logo) on
shirts.

* JACKETS/SWEATSHIRTS:
0 Any sweater, fleece vest, hoodie or zip front fleece jacket (if worn in the
classroom), should be plain, navy blue, hunter green, white or gray, with no
logos or words, except approved BCD logos.

* SOCKS:
0 Matching solid colored socks.

* SHOES:
0 Closed toe and heel shoes or low or mid-ankle athletic shoes (no flip-flops).
O Boots.

Assembly Days (Fridays):
* PANTS: Pants should not be tight fitting.
O Gray tailored pants worn with a belt.
e SHIRTS:
0 White oxford shirt, worn tucked inside pants. (BCD logo or no logo).
JACKET:
0 Dress/Sport coat (optional, but encouraged) navy blue.
* SOCKS:
0 Matching solid colored white, black or navy blue socks.
* SHOES:
0 Dark colored dress shoes (no athletic shoes).




* TIE:

O Conservative tie.

Free Dress Days (to be announced):

e PANTS: Pants or shorts should not be tight fitting.

0 Pants, including jeans, with no tears or rips (no sweatpants). In warm weather,
shorts are also acceptable.

e SHIRTS:
0 Shirts, including T-shirts, with no inappropriate slogans or illustrations.
e SHOES:

0 Closed toe and heel shoes or athletic shoes (no flip-flops).

BOYS’ P.E. Classes:
Middle School students keep their P.E. clothing/shoes in their regular lockers. Clothing must be
taken home weekly for washing.
* Athletic shorts - mesh, navy blue. Length should be maintained at no shorter than 3
inches above the knee.
* A shirt will be provided by BCD on the first day of school. Replacements will be the
responsibility of the student.
* Athletic socks.
* Athletic shoes.
